The National Library of New Zealand has answered in  the affirmative: below is
a summary of the NLNZ’s current literacy support di rections.

‘Next Generation National Library’ strategic direct ions and literacy

The National Library of New Zealand (NLNZ) has eaty developed a new
strategic direction for its Services to Schoolg] arweb platform for service delivery
as a key component of its ‘Next Generation’ service

Key current focus areas include

0 Strengthening library and information services tgpmort learning,
including an increased focus on"adentury literacies

o Continuing to provide greater access to key catbestand stories held
within the Alexander Turnbull Library [heritage tmdtions of the
National Library] through digitisation and the diea of descriptive
records

o Developing services in Auckland [New Zealand’s &sigurban area]
to provide access to the National Library’s wealttinformation and
expertise.

NLNZ strategic directions therefore include a conmneint to “learning” including an
increased focus on “2entury literacies”.

Background

The NLNZ has historically considered that New Zadlachool library staff, teachers
and other educators are among its clients. The NbEZ maintained an advisory
service to develop school libraries and a curriculgervice where schools are
provided with curriculum resources to use with ypuNew Zealanders in their
schools.

Current direction
