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Conference of Directors of National Libraries

Country reports for 2009-2010

‘Country reports’ are summaries of key developments in the areas of activity of the national libraries and equivalent organisations in each country during the year between annual meetings of CDNL. The reports are not tabled for discussion at the annual meeting in August, but are posted on the website http://www.cdnl.info for information before the annual meeting. 

Procedure

An annual ‘country report’ should be submitted by the National Library (which is the voting member of CDNL in each country), and by any other national-level library organisation from that country which is active in CDNL activities, whether or not the reporting organisation plans to attend the annual meeting. 

Reports should be sent to the CDNL Secretariat, by email to: secretariat@cdnl.info or by fax to +(64-4) 474-3011. They should be received by the CDNL Secretariat preferably by 14 May 2010 for loading into the website.

Content of reports:

Reports should give a broad overview, focusing on library sector developments of strategic importance to CDNL members. Reports should be in English, but may also be provided in another language if that is a national language of the reporting institution and a working language of IFLA.

Format:

Country reports should be brief (3 pages maximum), and follow the template set out below. They should not include full-sized images, but may include links or thumbnails linking to images on the reporting library’s own website. 

If the reporting library wishes to make available copies of documentation referred to in its report, such material may be annexed to the report, and sent to the CDNL Secretariat as a separate attached file.
